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Guidance to RTAG members

1. The chair of the RTAG has the following responsibilities:

a. Convening of meetings of the RTAG.
b. Reporting progress and problems back to the chair of the SC2. This includes whether the RTAG feels their focus and remit, as defined by the SC2, is not appropriate. 
c. Formally present to the SC2 one month after the inauguration of the RTAG a status report. The presentation should be made available to SC2 member at least 24 hours before the relevant SC2 meeting.

d. Editorship of the final written report submitted to the SC2. This will be circulated 1 week before the SC2 meeting that will discuss the RTAG’s recommendations.

2. The experiments’ representatives on the RTAG have the following responsibilities:

a. Representing their experiment’s views and position with regards to the remit of the RTAG.

b. The flow of information about ongoing discussions within the RTAG to and from other interested parties in their collaboration and their SC2 and PEB representatives.
